Juyal, esteemed guests, parents, Ladies and gentlemen, my colleagues and dear students, a very good afternoon and warm welcome to one and all present here to grace the auspicious occasion  of school’s 48th Annual function’s celebration. It is a proud privilege for me to present before you  the Annual Progress Report of the school for the session 2013-2014.
Founded in the year 1967 by a visionary and educationist F.R. Marshall, the school has come a long distance under the leadership , administration and educational vision of Shri G.C. Juyal, the Founder and President of the School.

The session 2014-2015 started with the activities happening both at the Junior as well as senior section of the school.At the Jr. Section , the session started with the most solemn and prestigious ceremony , The INVESTITURE Ceremony, where the newly appointed Head boy Master Vansh Thapliyal and Head Girl Miss Aishani Mathur took pledge along with the newly appointed Prefectorial Board of the Junior section. This was followed by a plethora of activities that highlighted the all round development of the student personality. Some of the activities were Inter House Flower arrangement competition, vegetable dressing contest, science and Art competitions and various other literary activities(Declamations, Debates,Elocution, Recitations , Story telling etc both in English and Hindi.). 

Senior wing held its Investiture Ceremony in July, where the newly appointed Head  Boy Master Abhay Thapliyal and The Head Girl Miss Hitakanshi Ghoshal took pledge along with the newly appointed prefectorial Board. Founder and President Shri G.C. Juyal graced the occasion and blessed all newly appointed executives and other members.
Like past year ,we celebrated Netaji Subhash Chandra Bose Birth Anniversary on 23rd January, Independence Day and Republic Day.  On  these Occasion , Founder President hoisted the flag, which was followed by series of patriotic songs, skit and dance performed by the students of both Jr. and Sr. Sections.
Teachers Day, Mother’s Day and Many other festivals were celebrated by the students.
We celebrated 48th Inter House Athletic Meet on 2nd Nov., 2014. The meet was inaugurated by founder president Shri G.C. Juyal..  Brass Band of 21 Gre Nadiers was a big attraction throughout the function in our Jogiwala sports complex. The best Athletes Junior boy trophy  was awarded to Master Anuj Shah . Miss Aditi Chamoli of Jr. Section was declared the best Athlete Girl. For the Seniors, Master Ravi Rawat  & Miss Himani Kandari took away the best athlete trophies. Azad  House won the 48th Inter House Athletic trophy and the runner up trophy went to Pratap   House.

On 18th  Oct. 2014, the school hosted the prestigious All India F.R. Marshall Inter School English Debate Competition. Participants from 15 esteemed institutions like Sherwood College Nanital , Convent of Jesus & Mary, Dehradun , Scholar’s Home, St. Joseph Academy ,Cambrian Hall,  etc.  exhibited their oratory skills  on  the topic – “Resolved in the Opinion of The House that the Greater Urbanization Policy at the Cost of Agricultural Land is a suicidal step and will ruin the economy and the very survival off the Indian Nation
The event was Judged by Dr. Geeta Rai, Registrar, Himgiri University, Dr. Abha Bansal, HOD Commerce, MKP College,and Dr. N.S. Bhatnagar, Rtd. Prof. of Mathmatics, Roorkee University. The chief guest Founder and President Shri G.C. Juyal graced the occasion.   Convent of Jesus & Marry was the winner and the runners up trophy went to  St. Georges, Mussorie.
We organized  and participate various literary activities  both in English and Hindi like declamation, debates , elocution, recitation , essay writing, quiz etc. both in Inter House and Inter School Competitions. Kabir shanty mission  organized sambhashan competition in Him Jyoti School.  Vaibhav Khanduri of class XII won the second prize of Rs. 3000 and Shrishti Kala of XII won the third prize of Rs. 2000.  

This time Dist. Athelete Meet was held in Rashtriya Indian Military College on 8 and 9th of Nov., 2014. Ashish Negi won the gold and silver medal in 100 mt race and Long Jump. Akansha Tygi won Bronze medal in long jump. Overall  in total we bagged one  gold, one silver and five bronze medals
Carrying on with the tradition of cent percent result, once again we can proudly declare that the combined efforts of the educational community of the school bore fruits and we were able to come out with yet another hundred percent result in the ISC and ICSE results for the year 2013-2014. .At  ICSE  level Miss Akriti Badola  topped  the school with aggregate of 94% followed by Master Kushagra Mittal  securing 91.4%. Apart from this 6 other students score between 90 to 91 percent marks in Aggregate and 35 students scored above 80% . Miss Akriti Badola Scored 100 percent marks in Maths and Computer and 94 percent in each Hindi, Science and Social Study. Prachi Bhatt and Sudhakar Rana scored 98% in Maths.  
Toppers of class XII ISC were Soumya Maheshwari, securing an aggregate of 96% marks followed by Abhishek Shah  securing 94% .Soumya scored 100 marks in Computer Science and  Mathematics. Sandeep Panwar  Scored 94% in Physics and Abishek Shah scored 94% in Chemistry. 20 students scored more than 80% marks in aggregate. 

We at Marshall School endeavour to inspire and motivate our students to be life long learners, constructive ,analytical thinkers and productive members of a continuously changing society. Students are encouraged to channelise their potentials and mental faculties in the pursuit of excellence in a holistic , student centered environment .
